INTRODUCTION

Congratulations on the purchase of your new Wertheim Evolution Stick
Vacuum. There are many useful features built into your Stick Vacuum. We
recommend that you carefully read this instruction manual to take the best

advantage of these features.

This cleaner must be operated in accordance with these instructions and
used only for domestic household cleaning to remove dry dirt and dust from
household carpets, flooring, walls and fabrics.

This cleaner is not fit to be used as an industrial cleaner and will void the
manufacturer's warranty if used inappropriately.

Please read these instructions thoroughly

This will ensure you obtain full benefit from your new cleaner. Keep this
instruction manual in a handy place for future reference.

Important

Always switch off the cleaner before cleaning, when not in use, attempting
any maintenance task, fitting or removing accessories. The charger adapter
must only be connected to an ac power supply at the voltage shown on the
rating label. This cleaner should only be charged with the charger provided.
This cleaner should only be used for its intended purpose as described in
these instructions.
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PRECAUTIONARY MEASURES:

1. Do not operate the vacuum cleaner too close to heaters, radiators
or other hot surfaces.

2. Beforeinserting the plug into the wall, make sure your hands are
dry.

Before turning on the vacuum cleaner, safely remove any large
objects from the floor or cleaning surface in order to prevent
damage to thefilter.

4. When you want o remove the plug from the power socket, do not
use the power cable, gently pull the plug from the power socket.
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N Do not use this vacuum cleaner to pick-up water or liquids.
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Do not use this vacuum cleaner if the battery pack housing and/or the
charger housing is damaged.




SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS

IMPORTANT! Always switch off the vacuum cleaner before cleaning, when
not in use or attempting any maintenance task. The charger must only

be connected to an AC power supply at the voltage shown on the rating
label.

without filters.

When using your vacuum cleaner,
basic precautions should always be
observed, including the following;

supervision or instruction
concerning use of the vacuum
cleaner by a personresponsible
for their safety.

2. Children should be supervised to
ensure that they do not play with
the vacuum cleaner.

3. To prevent electrical shock,
do notimmerse the vacuum
cleaner, battery or power plug
into water or other liquids.

Do not use the vacuum cleaner
to pick up toxic materials (i.e.
chlorine, bleach, ammonia).

Never operate or use the
vacuum cleaner without the
filtersin place.

Before vacuuming, remove any
large or sharp objects from the
floor or cleaning surface in order
to prevent damage to the filter.

If the airinlet or floor head is
blocked, switch off the vacuum
cleaner straight away. Clear
the blocked object before
attempting to start the vacuum
cleaner again.

Before carrying out any
maintenance or cleaning the
filters, always switch off the
vacuum cleaner.

Keep openings away from your
face and body.

Do not use the vacuum cleaner
if itis damaged or broken.

If connection cables are
damaged, have them replaced

Never attempt to make any
modifications to the vacuum
cleaner and charger.

Always store the vacuum
cleaner, battery and charger
indoorsin a cooland dry place.

Do not use the vacuum to pick
up water or liquids. This vacuum
cleaneris for dry household use
only.

Use the electric power head
only for vacuuming dust and dry
substancesin the home.

Never run over the power cable
with the power head, as this may
cause damage to the power
cable.

Keep your hands away from the
roller brush while the vacuum
cleaneris switched on.

To prevent unnecessary wear on
the power head, keep it moving
while in operation.

Damage caused by improper
use or by not observing the
instructions in this manual will
void the warranty.




Battery use and care

1.

The vacuum cleaneris only to be
used with the charger provided
with the vacuum cleaner.

Only charge the battery inside
the cleaner or the charging
dock. Only use the specifically
designated chargerto charge
the product.

When the vacuum cleaner is not
in use, keep it away from other
metal objects, like paper clips,
coins, keys, nails, screws or other
small metal objects that can
make a connection from one
terminal to another. Shorting

the vacuum cleaner terminals
together may cause burns or a
fire.

Under abusive conditions,

liquid may be ejected from

the battery; avoid contact. If
contact occurs, flush with water
immediately. If liquid comes
into contact with your eyes, seek
medical help immediately.

Do not charge or store the
vacuum cleaner outdoors or
inside the car. Only charge or
store the battery in adry indoor
area where the temperature

is more than 20°c but less than
35°C. The chargeris forindoor
use only.

Never attempt to open the
battery for any reason. If the
plastic housing of the battery
casing breaks or cracks,
immediately discontinue use
and do notrecharge.

The chargeris not aserviceable
part.

Before disposal of your battery,
fully discharge your battery by
running the product until it stops.

The cleaner contains a li-ion
battery. Do not dispose the
vacuum cleaner with yourlocal
garbage. Contact yourlocal
council for instructions on how to
safely dispose of the battery.

Do not use the charger to charge
anon-chargeable battery.
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ASSEMBLY

Important! Always remove the power plug from the power supply before
assembly.
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CHARGING STAND.

1.

Insert the charging stand rod into the charger
base. Ensure that the rod is inserted securely
into the charger base (A).

Insert the charging dock (B) onto the top of
the charging stand rod. Push gently to ensure
the dock is secure. The charging stand should
now resemble the image (C).

IMPORTANT! The cleaner must be placed in the
charging dock with the rod and power head
connected. Placing just the main unit into the
charging stand will cause the charging dock
to fall over, which may damage the cleaner.

Note: the accessories supplied can be stored
onto the charger base, as shown.
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STICK VACUUM.

1. Insert the powerhead into the rod (D). You
will hear an audible “click” sound when it is
securely in place.

2. Insert the opposite end of the rod into the
air inlet of the cleaner (E). You will hear an
audible “click” sound when it is securely in
place.

INSTALLING AND REMOVING THE BATTERY.

1. Insert the battery into the cleaner until it clicks
into place (F).

2. Toremove the battery, press the Battery
Release button and gently remove.
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INSTRUCTIONS FOR USE

ON/OFF BUTTON

1. Pressthe on/off button to turn the cleaneron or
off.

2. Thelight on the battery will illuminate blue
while the cleaner is in operation.

BOOST MODE

1. Boost Mode increases the suction performance
when activated. To activate, simply press the
Boost Button.

2. Todeactivate Boost Mode, press the Boost
Button a second time.
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CHARGING VIA THE CHARGING DOCK

1. Ensure that the charger adapteris plugged into
the charging dock.

2. Insertthe cleaner onto the charging dock. To
charge the second battery insert the battery
into the charging dock, as shown.
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3. The chargingindicator will turn blue when the
battery is fully charged, as shown in the image.
When the charging indicator displays a red
light, the cleaneris charging.

CHARGING VIATHE STICK VACUUM

1. Insertthe charger adaptorinto the charging
port on the cleaner. When the charging
indicator turns blue, the cleaner s fully
charged. When the charging indicator displays
ared light, the cleaneris charging.

NOTE: The battery charge time is between 4-5
hours.

NOTE: When the charging indicator light is flashing
red during use, it means the battery is running low
and requires charging.

CAUTION! Do not try to open the battery and repair
it yourself.

NOTE: as a safety precaution, the vacuum cannot
be switched on while the vacuum is charging.

WARNING! The charger has been specially
designed to charge the wertheim evolution stick
vacuum. Do not use any other charger.
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TOOLS & ACCESSORIES

Important! Ensure that the cleaner is switched off before fitting or removing

accessories.

POWERHEAD

Ideal for daily cleaning on carpets and hard floors.

UPHOLSTERY BRUSH

The uphoilstery brush can be used for cleaning
furniture and upholstery.

3-IN-1 CLEANING TOOL

The 3-in-1 cleaning tool can be used as a soft
dusting brush for cleaning a variety of surfaces,
as an upholstery tool for cleaning furniture or as a
crevice tool for cleaning in tight spaces.

ANGLE ATTACHMENT

The 3-in-1 Cleaning Tool or the upholstery brush
can be connected onto the Angle Attachment for
cleaning in awkward, hard to reach places.
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MINI MOTORISED PET BRUSH

Ideal for picking up pet hair from furniture and
uphoilstery.

SAFETY PRECAUTIONS:

1.

Keep hair, hands and feet away from rotating brushes while any
motorised brush or power head is running.

Do not run the motorised brushes or power heads over electric cables
and string.

Do not use motorised brushes or power heads on pets.

If children are present, make sure to turn the vacuum off when leaving
motorised brushes or power heads unattended.

Do not attempt to service or unclog motorised brushes or power heads
while the vacuum is running.
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MAINTENANCE

Important! Always remove the battery from the cleaner before performing
any maintenance.

EMPTYING THE DUST BIN

Disconnect the rod and the powerhead from
the cleaner.

Hold the cleaner over a rubbish bin and press
the Dust Bin Lid Release to open and empty the
dust bin.

REPLACING THE DUST BIN FILTERS

1.

Press the “Push” button, as shown, and remove
the dust bin cover to access the filters.

The filters can be replaced with a new filters, if
required.

THE FILTERS ARE NOT WASHABLE FILTERS.

ITISRECOMMENDED TO REPLACE THE FILTERS
EVERY 6 MONTHS OR WHEN THE FILTERS ARE
SOILED WITH DIRT.
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CLEANING THE CYCLONE SEPARATOR

1. Use the metal handle, as shown, to remove the
cyclone separator from the cleaner.

NOTE: THE CYCLONE SEPARATOR CAN BE
WASHED USING LUKEWARM WATER. THE
CYCLONE SEPARATOR NEEDS TO FULLY AIR DRY
BEFORE REINSTALLING.

CLEANING OR REPLACING THE AGITATOR BAR
1. Disconnectthe powerhead from the rod.

2. Torelease the agitator bar from the
powerhead, use aflat head screwdriver (not
supplied) and turn to unlock the cover.

3. Liftthe small coverto access the agitator bar.

4. Lift out the agitator bar from the powerhead.

5. If abuild-up of debris is wound around the
agitator bar, remove by carefully cutting with
scissors. Avoid damaging or cutting the bristles.

6. Toreplace, reverse steps 2 - 4. Ensure the
agitator bar “clicks” into position when placed
back into the powerhead.
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CLEANING OR REPLACING THE MINI
MOTORISED PET ROLLER BRUSH

1.

Ensure that the Mini Motorised Pet Brush is
disconnected from the cleaner.

To release the roller brush from the motorised
brush, use aflat head screwdriver (not
supplied) and turn to unlock the cover.

Lift the small cover to access the roller brush.
Lift the roller brush from the motorised brush.

If a build-up of debris is wound around the
roller brush, remove by carefully cutting with

scissors. Avoid damaging or cutting the bristles.

Toreplace, reverse steps 2 - 4. Ensure the roller
brush “clicks” into position when placed back
into the Mini Motorised Pet Brush.
